Following the procedure established in 1959, individual elevator Agents

were asked, through a questionnaire type survey form, to estimate, for the

district served by their elevator, the percentage of the total seeded acreage of

wheat, oats, barley and flax that was planted with treated seed.

The survey data a re summarized by provinces and for the

Pra i r i e Provinces as a unit, In the case of Saskatchewan and Alberta the data 

a r e also summarized by crop reporting districts, It is felt that the data

presented here give a fairly reliable indication of the extent to which seed

treatment was practiced by farmers western Canada in 1960.
