Goals for 2014-2015

During the SMoM, the membership
designated Gayle Jesperson and | to complete the
transition to the new Act and approved the Articles
and By-laws. We will update the documents and
submit them to Corporations Canada and to
complete the transition to the new Act by October
17, 2014. We will send an update in the December
issue of CPS News.

7. Report of the Financial Advisory Committee — Fouad Daayf
The financial situation of the CPS remains very strong in 2014. The main sources of revenue continue
to be the membership dues and the Canadian Journal of Plant Pathology. The latter continues to
bring strength to the CPS finances, thanks to society’s association with Taylor & Francis. The stable
situation is expected to remain strong at least for the next few years. The CPS will re-negotiate its
agreement with Taylor & Francis. Revenues from the annual meetings vary much with the location
and whether the meetings are held jointly with Plant Canada or the APS. This is illustrated by the
net profit made from the last four CPS meetings of over $19,000 in Halifax in 2011 (jointly with Plant
Canada), $35,000 in Niagara Falls in 2012 (jointly with the 2012 International Plum Pox Virus
meeting), about $2,000 in Edmonton in 2013 (CPS only), and $0 in Minneapolis in 2014 (Jointly with
the APS). The CPS didn’t share any expenses or income with the APS that are related to the joint
meeting in Minneapolis. However, the CPS will cover travel expenses for Board members and other
expenses related to the AGM, the Special Meeting of Members and Board meetings. In 2015, the CPS
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will be meeting jointly with Plant Canada, and it is possible that the society will generate no or little
revenue from that meeting. However, as indicated by the forecast prepared by the Financial
Advisory committee, the CPS will continue to enjoy a healthy financial situation and can focus on
investing resources into items that were deemed important in its strategic plan. The CPS has
invested in the redesigning of the society’s website, as part of the strategic plan implementation,
and has made payments over 2013 and 2014. Also, the CPS continues to invest in its information
products. The Board has agreed to fund the printing of the 3rd Edition of “Diseases of Field Crops in
Canada” in 2014-2015, and is planning to invest in new products in 2016 (Diseases and Pests of
Greenhouse Crops). These investments and others that may be suggested by the society’s
membership are to reinforce the trend of the society’s prospering towards a brighter future. Given
the current state of the global economy, the society is also taking steps to ensure financial stability if
budget problems were to arise.
